Mohave's online Purchase Order Status has now been updated to include
orders from the new direct order system. Now if you want to see if Mohave
has received and forwarded your order to the vendor, go to Purchase Order
Status, located on Mohave's Purchasing Services page at www.mesc.org.

Open orders placed prior to our process change that took place on January
1, 2008, are still listed.

You can search for all of the orders for your organization by highlighting
your entity in the list and clicking "Start Search." If you would like to
narrow down your results just add your PO number to the "Member PO
Number" field to search for the specific order you are looking for. Click on
the link for advanced search at the bottom of the Purchase Order Status
page for more options.

Members, if your organization does not yet have access to our
downloadable contract pricing, please send an email to jimd@mesc.org to
get a user name and password. One user ID is assigned per organization.

We are currently working on a secured page for vendors to obtain contact
information for members that have used their contracts. Stay tuned for
updates.

In order to properly make your purchase in accordance with the
contract terms and at the contract price, we have established the
MESC online “Contract Pricing” page (the image below is the actual
title heading of this page).

To access the page, go to our www.mesc.org website, Purchasing
Services, and under the column heading of “Member Info”, click on the
“Contract Pricing” tab. This should take you to the login for the
Contract Pricing page.

 For those who have not obtained their user ID and password,
please email Jim Dugo at jimd@mesc.org as soon as possible to
get that established and in use. This is a view only ID and may be
shared throughout your organization with the personnel that have a
need to verify pricing (purchasing, accounts payable, and any other
entities that may require this information).

Overall, our members seem to like this new feature; however, the
initial feedback is that we need to work more on clearly identifying the
contents of each file and some more navigation and search features
within the site. We thank you for your input and patience while we try
to make this pricing page as user friendly as possible.

 Why is using this Contracts Pricing page so important? Among
their many questions, the auditors will most likely be asking ”how you
verified the vendor’s contract pricing?” You will want to make sure you
and your staff are using this site and can easily navigate throughout
the pricing pages.

Remember, under the new process, we at Mohave Educational Services
Cooperative are only randomly reviewing items on your purchase order

Greetings,

For the past four months, I have been traveling the state and talking to a
great many of our members and vendors about their needs and how we
might serve them better. While doing so, I have discovered several
recurring themes.

First, many of our members are not fully aware of all of the Mohave
contracts that are available for their use. This was such a big issue that we
at Mohave decided to use “Mohave Contracts: The Missing Piece” as our
outreach theme for this year. Many times, Mohave has a contract that you
weren’t aware that was on a Cooperative Purchasing Bid. Also, we have
been trying to make it easier to look at all of our contracts, we recently
created an additional way to view our contracts, we created two summary
lists. One is by product/service type and one is by vendor name. They are
available from our website Purchasing Services page as downloads at
http://www.mesc.org/downloads/contracts_product_service.pdf and
http://www.mesc.org/downloads/contracts_vendor.pdf. We are also
revamping our website to offer a more user-friendly “Contract Finder”
search.

Second, many of our members and vendors are sometimes reluctant to call
us for help. There are some really great folks working in the business
offices, purchasing departments, other areas in our school, cities, and
towns (and in our vendor organizations) and for the most part they try to
do their job while trying not to bother other folks who they think are as
busy as they are. Sometimes a simple call or email to one of us here at
Mohave will save you countless hours of debate and/or work that does not
add value to the process. We are here for you.

And finally, there are a great number of purchasing professionals out there
that are doing a never ending job of trying to get the greatest value for
their organizations purchasing dollar. To aid in this area, we have added a
Mohave Contract Pricing page to our website. You can get all the current
contract pricing from our vendors on our online website. You need only
apply for a member user ID and password.

MESC has also committed great time and resources to providing more
educational and training opportunities from the Mohave staff and our
partners. We have started an annual study of purchasing, we are actively
working with state professional purchasing organizations to bring additional
benchmarking and training to public purchasers, and we have developed
new training classes in areas such as Job Order Contracting and Due
